SUSTAINABLE CITIEE2

From August to October 2013 a review was conducted of the State Finalists of the Keep Australia Beautiful
Sustainable Cities Awards. The Cities of Launceston for Tasmania, Canada Bay for New South Wales, Moreland
for Victoria, Brisbane for Queensland, Marion for South Australia, Swan for Western Australia plus the Canberra
Indian Myna Eradication Group on behalf of the Australian Capital Territory were all visited. The Northern Territory

did not submit an entrant in 2013.

The visits provided ground truthing for the nominations submitted for the Award program and presented an
opportunity to meet the people involved in the initiatives that were contained within them. The visits also provided

an opportunity to develop an understanding of the context within which the programs and initiatives are delivered.

The document represents a report on those visits and contains recommendations for the winners of the

categories, highly commended winners and the ultimate Sustainable City Award.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report has been prepared for the Keep Australia Beautiful Sustainable Cities Awards for 2013.

The Sustainable Cities Awards celebrate the local sustainability achievements of urban communities across
Australia. The objective of the Awards is to recognise, encourage and celebrate the commitment of local
government, individuals and organisations working in partnership within urban Australian cities to ensure their

communities become more sustainable.

The Sustainable Cities Awards encompass key aspects of sustainability and commend the combination of
cooperation, innovation, on-ground action and outcomes that support the efforts of each of the State and Territory
finalists.

The judging process involved desktop reviews of substantial submissions and support materials, telephone and
email conversations plus a full day site visit to each of the communities to gain a better understanding of the

submissions.

It is recommended to the Review Panel that the accolade of the overall Australian Sustainable City Award for
2013 be presented the City of Marion, South Australia. This report also contains recommendations for eight
category award winners and some highly commended awards.

Multi-lingual signs, and/or universal symbols for non-readers and non-English readers.
Appropriate access to and from public facilities and local attractions for the disabled and elderly.

Local government encouragement of, and assistance with, community care, presentation and
enhancement.

Established community consultation policy and practice by local government.
Community forums and/or workshops arranged by local government.

Effective promotion of local government activities and services to the community.
Strong two-way communication between local government and the community.

This was
irrespective of the projects being reviewed i whether it was energy related, water related, waste relate, youth
related etc. The city of Launceston, its groups and volunteers were unequivocal that they were a strong and

engaged community that demonstrates a strong participation ethic.

The pride that the people of Launceston feel for their City and its unique environment with the stunning Cataract
Gorge and River and surrounds can be seen and felt throughout the city. Throughout the judging visit people from
the business community, community groups and program volunteers came out to sing the praises of their city and
the strong partnerships that they undertake and enjoy for the betterment of their community.
